In this edition, we are planning to take THE MERCHANT to a higher level. Three films will be specially screened in a day in which film producers, distributors, filmmakers and film critics would participate. 
The concept of selecting 2 films amongst the films screened in The Merchant during the festival in a day, for release in Jaipur, Rajasthan or India will be executed from this year festival. A meeting would be conducted before screening of the films in The Merchant section. If for any reason a film is not selected for the screening in the meeting then the same will be disqualified and not be reconsidered.
This year there would also be a dialogue on including Feature films, Short films, Documentaries and Animation Films in The Merchant.

	THE MERCHANT IN JIFF 2012 – Programming 


1. Director /Producer should decide personally about submitting their film in The Merchant. JIFF here clarifies that the films selected or purchased in THE MERCHANT will be exhibited in Rajasthan /India /or in the whole selected circuit. Decision regarding the same will be taken in a meeting between Buyer and Seller.  A film being released for the first time must be either in Rajasthani, Hindi or English, else it should be dubbed in any of the above languages.
2. 1 feature films, 1 documentary and 1 short film would be screened every day, as per selection by the committee.

Note: JIFF also clarifies that the film submitter should do their own research about the basis of language in Rajasthan and India to get the facts about viewership.

	WING A


If a film has been released in South India or a foreign country and if the film’s producer wants to release the same in North India or Rajasthan, the film has to be subtitled or dubbed in Hindi or English, only then the film will be categorized in wing A , otherwise not.
