Jaipur to host 2nd International Film Festival from January 29, 2010 

        Jaipur, Jan 8.  Pink City of Jaipur will host for the second time a three days International Film Festival covering movies representing at least 40 countries beginning January 29.    

    
Out of 310 entries received across the world, Jaipur International Film Festival preview committee  short listed 94 movies to screen in three days of showcase to be attended by a number of film makers, artistes, and societies, Hanu Roj, its founder and planner,  disclosed at a press conference today..
Of the selected movies, Indian panorama would contribute 49 movies, while 45 foreign movies, Roj said. A special category for film makers of Rajasthan has also been kept, in which 10 films (Indian panorama) would be screened.

        
 All selected films have been submitted to the Information and Broadcasting Ministry for clearance and likely to be okayed by this weekend, Roj said. 

List of these films is already being provided on the festival website www.jiffindia.org.
This year the festival will be held at “Bhagwat Singh Mehta Auditorium” at Harish Chandra Mathur Rajasthan Institute of Public Administration (HCM RIPA, OTS), Jaipur. The three days event will capture the holocaust through films and documentaries. This year the festival has taken a quantum jump in popularity and participation.


A three (03) member jury comprising of two Indian and a foreign expert in the field of film making would judge the films to be screened in the competitive section and the best film would be awarded in their respective categories. 

This year Iran is designated as Guest country. Films by eminent film makers will be screened during the festival. Apart from entries from India JIFF-2010 have received film entries from Great Britain, United States, France, Germany, Spain, Denmark, Liberia, Romania, Swaziland Lesotho, Serbia, Sri Lanka, Portugal, Russia, Poland, Italy, Czech Republic, Greece, Palestine, Israel, Turky, South Africa, Brazil, Argentina, Canada, China, Cambodia, Australia, Mozambique, Afghanistan and Pakistan etc.. 

In the festival the films would be screened in competitive and non-competitive category. In the competitive section, films less than 15 minute duration would be screened in the Short film category and films upto 30 minutes duration would be screened in the documentary films category. Films more than 15 minutes (short fiction) and more than 30 minutes (Documentary) would be screened in the non-competitive category.

In the 2nd Jaipur International Film Festival total 8 awards would be presented in different categories. The number of awards has been increased from 3 in 1st Jaipur International Film Festival-2009 to 8 in 2nd Jaipur International Film Festival-2010. The awards would be given out in the following categories- 1. Best Short Film, 2. Best Documentary Film, 3.Critic Award, 4. Best Director, 5. Best Editing, 6. Best Sound Track, 7. Best Script and 8. Best Cinematography.

The festival is getting immense support and coverage from Foreign Embassies and Consulates, Film Websites, Foreign News Agencies and Indian Media. Mr. Roj, has extended his gratitude to all the film makers and participants. He also thanked the Electronic and Print media for extending support in organizing the film festival. He said that the festival will bring the Cine lovers and Students of Film and Media face to face with various facets of film making. The festival will also open a gallery of art and culture from various countries.

          “We anticipate in the three days festival more than 4000 to 5000 viewers will watch the various films. Our aim is to host and promote the festival as people’s event, striving to attain a stature and niche of its own on the world platform in the coming future”, he emphasized.

         The first JIFF was a great success, 3000 film lovers and film makers had visited to this festival last year. Fifty-eight short and documentary films and two feature film were screened from six countries, he recalled. EOM
