JIFF ROUNDUP UP cum REPORT
Jaipur, February, the most awaited mega event of pink city, 3rd Jaipur International Film Festival (JIFF) with support from Government of Rajasthan finally held track with opening ceremony inaugurated by Hon’ble Chief Minister Shri Ashok Gehlot. Tourism Minister Government of Rajasthan Smt. Beena Kak was the Guest of honor.
The main highlight of the ceremony was Famous Rajasthani folk dancer Gulabo who wrapped the whole ambience in cultural fragrance. 
Screening of 4 movies each from short, documentary, feature & animation i.e., “OPEN DOOR-directed by ALESSANDRO DEL BIANCO (ITALY”) ,” RAIN FOR LIFE- directed by JAL BHAGIRATH, (RAJASTHAN).”, “HAY FEVER-directed by LARA LUCHHITI (ITALY)”, “TOPI- directed by ARJUN RIHAN (USA),” captured the evening which was followed by the dinner at Shilpgram.
The ceremony witnessed many personalities on the dazzling land which was seemed to be a medley of versatile genres. 

The charm of the fest continued for the next three days of the event with the screening of nominated movies in all the categories i.e.’ short, feature, documentary and animation from 10:30 am to 9:00 pm. Along with this, the movies which were selected for computer desktop screening also shown.

Closing film was GANDHI-THE MAHATMA directed by Naresh Chander Lal from India.

And on the 4th day JIFF-2011 promised its next year in its closing ceremony with a bang. various other Excellencies and dignitaries, After the 4 days screening and whole hearted support   and cooperation of film-makers and audiences a pinch of glamour added in JIFF, on the fourth day in RED CARPET AWARD CEREMONY, at MADHYAWARTI- open air theatre, JKK at 6:00 p.m.  Red Carpet Award Ceremony was flickered by cultural programs in which the focal hold of the eve was ABHAS JOSHI (winner VOICE OF INDIA) & JANKEE PAREEK who gave their live performances and dance performances by a dance troop from Delhi. Songs and dance performances at songs of 1950s were catered which showcased the change in Indian film cinema. Along with this BEST SHORT FILM screened at the ceremony.

 The program was followed by LIFE TIME ACHIEVEMENT AWARD, which was finally announced for veteran actress ASHA PAREKH.  The honoree paid tribute to by showing some of her clippings from the honoree’s most recognized movies in RED CARPET AWARD CEREMONY.

Many reputed person from Indian Cinema as well as high profile respected personalities flaunted pink city during JIFF-2011. The event showcased 144 selections (JIFF received 600 films from 67 countries), out of which 71 are from foreign nations, 57 from the home country and 14 short, animation, documentary and 2 feature film (Bhober and 13 Mai Gulabi Nagar) from the state itself which covered 59 short, 25 documentaries, 14 animation, and 35 feature films and 17 French short and animation films. This covers both 117 competitive and 27 non-competitive participants.

Out of 144 movies, a total of 117 were not being given clearance of Censor-Board from Information and Broadcasting Ministry but finally was being passed on 13th January, which is the major achievement of this season.

More than 300 filmmakers from India and abroad visited the festival whose films were nominated or not.
