 Jaipur’s very own film festival – ‘Jaipur International Film Festival’ completed of 5 years of its inception today. The event now in its 6th edition has increased and gained by leaps and bounds in terms of number of screenings and number of countries participating.

On this occasion Mr. Hanu Roj, Founder Director, JIFF said, “The crusade to bring Jaipur on international circuit as film-makers paradise started with a humble 150 films from 8 countries. Then, on December 13, 2008, we organised our first press conference and shared our initiative with the media. Today, on December 13, 2013 I take immense pride in Jaipur International Film Festival, which stands as world’s first festival that has reached film makers from 90 countries within its 5 years of existence. The sustained efforts put by our team succeeded in attracting 1397 films from 90 countries in year 2013. This year we had to broaden the scope of accommodating more films with high creative and social appeal”. In Total we had received 1552 films out of which 110 films shall be screened in addition to 11 Oscar nominated movies.      
Talking about declaration of its second list of nominated films Mr. Hanu Roz, said, “Many films have been selected for JIFF-2014 as well. Among them, 32 are feature films, 15 are documentary, 51 are short fiction & 13 are animation. It is noticeable that 11 out of 32 feature films are Oscar nominated. Another significant fact is that 65 films are from foreign countries. You can say that Constant increment in number of screenings during consequent JIFF edition as a token of increasing credibility. The third and final list of about 7 selected films from Rajasthan will be released by the end of this month.” 
      “We thank our friends in media for the generous support that they have extended in support of our initiative. I am grateful for their patience and guidance offered to us, which we believe has surely enabled and helped us to reach the standards and a height, that JIFF is at today.” He added. 


 JIFF’s newly appointed spokesperson, Prasoon Sinha said, “We intend to reach more audience and offer more viewing content in times to come. Now JIFF seems more of a mission than a film festival. It is perhaps the only awarding brand that has been kept away from the scars of discrimination that we often witness in other international platforms.”

From this year onwards, JIFF would be organized in five segments, namely JIFF, Film Market, Co- Production, Regional Cinema, Special Session, Workshop & Seminars and Publications. 

JIFF 2014 would be organized on 1-5 February, 2014. The registration for participation in JIFF is open. The registration can be done online as well as through downloaded forms from its website, www.jiffindia.org.

Mr. Nand Kishore Jhalani, film distributor from Rajasthan, who was presented as special guest expressed his pleasure, “Its (JIFF) is like my own child. It brings a lot of pride and peace to my heart that the novel concept that was organised in Jaipur way back in 2009 has now become a platform, to reckon with within the film industry. I am sure that recognition shall pour in from every enlightened mind from around the world for JIFF where everyone gets a chance to showcase one’s story.” Said an elated Jhalani.
